Student must be able to lift a minimum of 25 pounds from floor to table, and from a table to an overhead 
shelf, as well as carry a minimum of 25 pounds.  
 
Student must possess adequate mobility to move through out the laboratory, classroom, clinic, and 
hospital. 
 
Student must have sufficient visual acuity to perform duties in the laboratory including, but not limited to, 
microscopic and macroscopic analyses. 
 
Student must be able to verbally communicate and write in English with patients, instructors, laboratory 
personnel, and other members of the health care team. 
 
Students need fine motor skills and eye-hand coordination to successfully perform laboratory tests. 
 
Any student with a disability has a right to request accommodations.  It is the student’s responsibility to 
contact the Student Services office; a representative will recommend appropriate accommodations to the 
course instructor and his/her supervis
